In January 2004, the ISA Executive Committee endorsed the full judging development program proposed by Surfing Australia. This comprehensive judging program has been identified as the worlds’ best practice in the development of quality accredited officials.

The ISA are committed to the continued success of surfing as a sport worldwide and recognize the need for one accreditation program. The licensed courses are available on request from the ISA Administration or Surfing Australia Judging coordinator.

The ISA Judging License includes:

a) 1 Presenter / Teacher Manual

b) 1 CD ROM with full Level 0, 1 and 2 judging manuals for quality reproduction.

c) 1 DVD/ Video containing exercises including:

(i) Identification of Maneuvers

(ii) Comparing and separation of waves

(iii) Practical judging heat scenarios

(iv) Interference scenarios

d) 1 CD ROM with full power-point presentation to aid in course delivery.

e) A3 Posters to aid in course delivery.

f) Documentation on how to implement the ISA Judging Development Program in your country/region.

License fee:

The cost of the license is set at $500 usd per year. 

A registration fee will be charged each year to all ISA accredited judges wishing to continue with their ISA accreditation this is set at $20 usd per year paid biannually.

Developing nation license funding:
To qualify for a 50% reduction of the license fee each nation is invited to apply for the “Developing nation funding” this can provide a 50% discount on the ISA judging license fee. Countries applying for this funding will need to renew their application each year. Each successful application will be based on criteria set by the ISA.

All ISA courses are budgeted to provide a reasonable financial return to all parties involved in preparation, administration and delivery.
